3. Interview: When there is an opening, the school will call. The parent will be asked to bring the child to
attend an interview to familiarize the child with the school, to determine his/her readiness for school, and to
establish mutual understanding between school and family. The child may be invited for visits to morning
work time, to help ensure a good match between student and class.

4. Enrollment: Parents will be issued an Enroliment Agreement outlining complete tuition information. The
signed and returned agreement with the applicable fees and form will secure the child’s place in the school.

5. Required Forms: Before the child attends class all registration forms must be completed and returned.
